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H.B.  REPRESENTATIVES TURNER, ALLEN, ALISEDA, EDDIE RODRIGUEZ, AND 
GALLEGO; SENATOR ELLIS : Relati ng to the procedures for reducing or terminati ng community 
supervision and the establishment of certain ti me credits through which a defendant’s period of 
community supervision is reduced.

I N T E N T I O N

H.B. 1205 aims to give probati oners positi ve incenti ves 
(ti me credits) for compliance with conditi ons of probati on, 
while maintaining traditi onal sancti ons for non-compliance.  
Probati oners receiving ti me credits can reduce their ti me spent 
under community supervision, both encouraging positi ve 
behavior on their part and freeing up Community Supervision 
and Correcti ons Departments (CSCDs) to focus supervision 
resources on individuals with more serious and risky off enses.  
According to the bill author’s statement of intent, “evidence 
suggests that positi ve reinforcements that are administered 
four ti mes as oft en as negati ve reinforcements are opti mal for 
promoti ng behavior changes,” and that “probati on supervisors 
should make every eff ort to employ this 4:1 rati o to best ensure 
that individuals serving a term of community supervision 
successfully meet the conditi ons of the community supervision.”  
To that end, a judge should have the authority to award credit 
toward the completi on of a community supervision term for 
the fulfi llment of certain specifi ed court-ordered obligati ons. 

I M P L E M E N T A T I O N

H.B. 1205 applies only to individuals placed on probati on or deferred adjudicati on for state jail and 3rd degree felonies, 
excluding those convicted of:

 Alcohol-related off enses under Chapter 49 of the Penal Code.

 Off enses involving family violence as defi ned by Secti on 71.004 of the Family Code.

 An off ense included as a reportable convicti on or adjudicati on under the sex off ender registrati on program.

In FY 2010, excluding those categories, H.B. 1205 would sti ll potenti ally aff ect more than 89% of people placed on probati on 
for state jail felony and 3rd degree felonies, or nearly 20,000 individuals placed on probati on that year. 

That said, individuals are only eligible for ti me credits if the judge ordered as a conditi on of probati on that they:

 Earn a high school equivalency certi fi cate, high school diploma, or associate’s degree;

 Pay certain court costs, fi nes, att orney’s fees, and/or resti tuti on; and/or

 Complete a certain treatment or rehabilitati on program.  
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H.B. 1205 creates incenti ves for compliance with certain probati on conditi ons by awarding ti me credits for common 
conditi ons of supervision.  It is anti cipated that more individuals will complete their educati on, pay fi nes, fees, and court 
costs, and parti cipate in various treatment and behavior modifi cati on programs commonly off ered by Texas CSCDs as a 
result of this new law.

In additi on, reducing supervision lengths for successful probati oners frees up CSCD resources to focus on higher-risk 
probati oners.  Eligible probati oners will have their overall probati on terms reduced upon meeti ng the requirements 
in the new law and become eligible more quickly for a court to review their case for possible early terminati on of 
supervision.  We highly encourage the uti lizati on of this tool for bett er public safety outcomes.

A N T I C I P A T E D  O U T C O M E S
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 For probati oners eligible to receive ti me credits, below are the credits to be awarded:

 Obtaining high school diploma or GED: 90 days

 Obtaining associate’s degree: 120 days

 Court costs paid: 15 days

 Fines paid: 30 days

 Att orney’s fees paid: 30 days

 Resti tuti on paid: 60 days

 Completi on of alcohol or substance abuse counseling or treatment: 90 days

 Completi on of vocati onal, technical, or career educati on training program: 60 days

 Completi on of parenti ng class or parental responsibility program: 30 days

 Completi on of anger management program: 30 days

 Completi on of life skills training program: 30 days

H.B. 1205 denies ti me credits to otherwise eligible individuals if they are “delinquent in paying required fi nes, costs, or fees,” 
or if they have failed to fully sati sfy “any order to pay resti tuti on to a victi m.”

The defendant’s community supervision offi  cer (CSO) must noti fy the convicti ng court when earned credits make a defendant 
eligible for the judge to conduct a review of his or her community supervision status for possible early terminati on.  

On receipt of the noti ce from the CSO, the court must contact the defendant’s att orney and then conduct a review to 
determine if the new calculati on makes the defendant eligible for reducti on or terminati on of community supervision under 
Secti on 20 of Chapter 42.12 of the Code of Criminal Procedure.  Under existi ng law (and re-stated in the bill), judges may 
perform such a review aft er “the lesser of one-third of the original community supervision period or two years of community 
supervision,” and they shall conduct such a review aft er “the greater of one-half of the original community supervision 
period or two years of community supervision.”  Even if the judge does not grant a reducti on or terminati on of supervision 
aft er that review, the ti me credits sti ll reduce the overall ti me probati oners will be required to remain under supervision.

Probati oner ti me credits may be forfeited for failure to follow community supervision rules and conditi ons.  If, aft er credits 
are awarded (but while the probati oner is sti ll under supervision), a court holds a community supervision revocati on hearing 
under Sec. 21 of CCP 42.12 and fi nds that a defendant violated one or more terms of community supervision, the court “may 
order that some or all of the credit to which a defendant is enti tled … be forfeited,” whether or not probati on is revoked.
